Performance Based Diploma Denial Appeal System

In the event that a Beacon student is denied a PBGR diploma because he or she did not 
fulfill the requirements of the school's system, there are three levels of appeal available.
The first option of appeal is to re-exhibit capstone and portfolio projects at the school's 
Re-exhibition night. A panel comprised of a sub-committee of the board will complete the 
exhibition rubric and examine student work on a night to be held between June 1, 2008 and 
graduation. This night-time event is listed on the school's Academic and Events calendar.

The second level of appeal is at the August regular meeting of the school's board of trustees.
Students may re-exhibit their capstone and/or portfolio work on the third Tuesday of that month.
Appeal sessions begin at 4:30 PM.

If the student and family disagree with the disposition of the board they may file an appeal with 
the commissioner of education. The Rhode Island Charter School Law states very clearly that 
families at charter schools have the right to immediate appeal to the commissioner on decisions 
made by the school's board.
